We complain
whenwedon’t haveit andcomplainwhenit hasmineralsthat stainor smell, butwedo
haveenoughofit if wetakecareof it. A landfill site is aconcentrationofcontamination.
Thesecontaminantscouldleachinto groundwater.Theproposedlandfill is locatedabove
ourwatersupply. We inRochelledon’t want contaminantsoverourdrinkingwater.
Understandingthat weneedto put ourwastesomewhere,maybeotherthingsshouldbe
considered.We shouldthink aboutputting ourwastein areasthat haveno orvery little
freshwater.

This couldverywell havebeenwhatthecity council hadin mindwhentheysaid‘no” to
this landfill expansionearlierthisyear. It wasvery heartwarmingto seethattheir
opinionwasnotbiasedby thelargeamountsofmoneyofferedby theapplicant.
