Black Beauty Coal Company’s Riola Mine Complex-Riola Portal Preparation Plant
startedprocessingcoal in the spring of 1997. The preparationfacilities include raw
storagefacilities, a 300-tonperhourpreparationplant, processedcoal storagefacilities,
coarseandfine refusestorageareas,andtruckloadoutf’acilites.

The feedforthepreparationplantis producedfrom theRiola Mine Complex-RiolaPortal
under2roundmine andstoredin a 30,000-tonraw stockpilearea. Coal is conveyedfrom
theraw coal stockpile to a ô’x16’ scalpingscreenfor size separation. Theraw coal is
separatedat 2 ‘/~ inches. The oversizematerialis sentto a rotarybreakerto reducethe
largestsize to 2 Va inches. The crushedmaterial is then remixedwith the undersize
materialfrom the scalpingscreenand conveyedto thepreparationplant or stockpiledas
rawsalablecoal.

Raw coal that has low ash characteristicsis stockpiled separatelyfor blending with
processedcleancoal. A coal ashanalyzeris usedto differentiatethe high and low ash
materialat approximately18%ash.

Thepreparationplant rawcoal feed is screenedwith (2) 6’x20’ doubledeckscreensto
separatethe materialat 1mm.
