JURISDICTION

This Administrative Citation is issued pursuant to the authority vested in the Illinois

Environmental Protection Agency by Section 31.1 of the Illinois Environmental Protection Act, 415

ILCS 5/31.1 (2002).

FACTS

1. That Roy Bell (“Respondent”) is the present owner of a facility located at 18781

Power Line Road, Grafton, Jersey County, Illinois. The property is commonly known to the Illinois

Environmental Protection Agency as Otter Creek Twp./BeII.

2. That said facility is an open dump operating without an Illinois Environmental

Protection Agency Operating Permit and is designated with Site Code No. 0838055001..

3. That Respondent has owned and operated said facility at all times pertinenthereto.

4. That on January 21, 2004, Charlie King of the Illinois Environmental Protection

Agency’s Marion Regional Office inspected the above-described facility. A copy of his inspection

report setting forth the results of said inspection is attached hereto and made a part hereof.

VIOLATIONS

Based upon direct observations made by Charlie King during the course of his January 21,

2004 inspection of the above-named facility, the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency has



determined that Respondenthas violated the Illinois Environmental Protection Act (hereinafter, the

“Act”) as follows:

(1) That Respondent caused or allowed the open dumping of waste in a manner

resulting in litter, a violation of Section 21(p)(1) of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/2l(p)(l)

(2002).

CIVIL PENALTY

Pursuant to Section 42(b)(4-5) of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/42(b)(4-5) (2002), Respondent is

subject to a civil penalty of One Thousand Five Hundred Dollars ($1,500.00) for each of the

violations identified above, for a total of One Thousand Five Hundred Dollars ($1 ,500.00). If

Respondent elects not to petition the Illinois Pollution Control Board, the statutory civil penalty

specified above shall be due and payable no later than April 1, 2004, unless otherwise provided by

order of the Illinois Pollution Control Board.

If Respondent elects to contest this Administrative Citation by petitioning the Illinois Pollution

Control Board in accordance with Section 31.1 of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/31.1 (2002), and if the Illinois

Pollution Control Board issues a finding of violation as alleged herein, after an adjudicatoryhearing,

Respondent shall be assessed the associated hearing costs incurred by the Illinois Environmental

Protection Agency and the Illinois Pollution Control Board. Those hearing costs shall be assessed

in addition to the One Thousand Five Hundred Dollar ($1 ,500.00) statutory civil penalty for each

violation.

Pursuant to Section 31.1 (d)(1) of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/31.1 (d)(1) (2002), if Respondent fails

to petition orelects not to petition the Illinois Pollution Control Board for review of thisAdministrative

Citation within thirty-five (35) days of the date of service, the Illinois Pollution Control Board shall
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adopt a final order, which shall include this Administrative Citation and findings of violation as

alleged herein, and shall impose the statutory civil penalty specified above.

When payment is made, Respondent’s check shall be made payable to the Illinois

Environmental Protection Trust Fund and mailed to the attention of Fiscal Services, Illinois

Environmental Protection Agency, 1021 North Grand Avenue East, P.O. Box 19276, Springfield,

Illinois 62794-9276. Along with payment, Respondent shall complete and return the enclosed

Remittance Form to ensure proper documentation of payment.

If any civil penalty and/or hearing costs are not paid within the time prescribed by order ofthe

Illinois Pollution Control Board, interest on said penalty and/or hearing costs shall be assessed

against the Respondent from the date payment is due up to and including the date that payment is

received. The Office of the Illinois Attorney General may be requested to initiate proceedings

against Respondent in Circuit Court to collect said penalty and/or hearing costs, plus any interest

accrued.
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PROCEDURE FOR CONTESTING THIS

ADMINISTRATIVE CITATION

Respondent has the right to contest this Administrative Citation pursuant to and in

accordance with Section 31.1 of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/31/1 (2002). If Respondent elects to contest

this Administrative Citation, then Respondent shall file a signed Petition for Review, including a

Notice of Filing, Certificate of Service, and Notice of Appearance, with the Clerk of the Illinois

Pollution Control Board, State of Illinois Center, 100 West Randolph, Suite 11-500, Chicago, Illinois

60601. A copy of said Petition for Review shall be filed with the Illinois Environmental Protection

Agency’s Division of Legal Counsel at 1021 North Grand Avenue East, P.O. Box 19276, Springfield,

Illinois 62794-9276. Section 31.1 of the Act provides that any Petition for Review shall be filed within

thirty-five (35) days of the date of service of this Administrative Citation or the Illinois Pollution

Control Board shall enter a default judgment against the Respondent.

NARRATIVE INSPECTION REPORTDOCUMENT

Thepurposeof this memorandumis to serveastheNarrativeInspectionReport
Documentof an inspectionconductedat thesubjectsiteon January21, 2004from
approximately9:00 a.m.until 10:00a.m.,by this author. BruceRodely,DWPC/FOS—

SpringfieldRegion,accompaniedmeon this inspection. Mr. Rodelyis the agricultural
inspectorfor theSpringfieldRegionalOffice. Theinspectionwasconductedto
investigateacomplaintreceivedatthe SpringfieldRegionalOffice. Thecomplainant
allegedthatwhite goods,tiresandanold vehicleweredumpedin aravinethat a creek
runsthrough,nearGrafton. Thecomplainantfurtherstatedthat theownerhadhogson
thepropertyandrecentlygot rid ofthem. Thecomplainantwasconcernedwith water
quality issueswith themixtureofopendumping,tiresandswinemanure. It was
determinedthat amulti-mediainspectionshouldbeconducted,whereMr. Rode]ywould
evaluateimpactofany agriculturalwasteandthis inspectorwould evaluateimpactofany
non-agriculturalopendumpedwasteat thesite. As shownin this report,evidenceof
opendumpingandopenburningwas foundat thesite. However,no agriculturalwastes
werefound. Therefore,amulti-mediareportwill notbe generated.The ownerofthe
propertyhasreceivedaViolation Notice(VN) for this site in thepastunderaseparate
complaint(VN, L-1998-01399).Thesitewassubsequentlycleanedup.

Thesite is locatedat theaddressof R. R. # 1, Box 72, 18781 PowerLineRoad,Grafton,
IL 62037. Thelegal andspecific locationwaspresentedin this author’sNarrative
InspectionReportDocumentMemorandumto theLandDivision File,datedOctober8,
1998, andtherefore,will notbe repeatedhere. Theownerofthesite is Roy Bell, R. R. #
1, Grafton, IL 62037. His telephonenumberis: 618/786-3569.AlthoughtheWarranty
Deedfor thesiteshowsaRuby Bell asaco-owner,shetoldmein-person,duringthesite
inspectionofDecember1, 1998,underthepreviouscomplaint,that sheandRoyBell
weredivorced,that shehad signeda Quit Claim Deed,andthat shewasno longera
propertyownerofthe site.Thetenantsthat live atthesiteareTom andDiannaJoseph.
Theyhaveno telephone.Boththeownerandthetenantsareconsideredrespondents.



Uponarrival at thesiteon January21, 2004,theweatherwascool andpartlycloudy. The
air temperaturewasapproximately25°F. Windswerenorthwesterlyatapproximately10
mph. Surfacesoil conditionsweremostlydry.

Photographsdiscussedhereinweretakenwith adigital camera.Thephotosshowthe
conditionsatthesiteon thedayofthe inspection. From theinspectionandthe
photographs,aSite Sketchwasdeveloped. It showsthegenerallayout ofthesite, aswell
astheapproximatelocationsanddirectionsof the inspectionphotos. Thedigital camera
assignsathree-digitnumberto eachphotograph,i.e., 001, 002, etc. This is how the
photosarereferredto in this inspectionreportandon theDigital Photographs.However,
to savespaceon thesketch,realnumbersareused,i.e., 1, 2, etc. Copiesof theDigital
PhotographsandtheSiteSketchaccompanythisreport.

Uponarrival at thesiteon January21, 2004,Mr. RodelyandI wentto thedoublewide
mobilehomeon-siteandI knockedon thedoor. A youngmanin his late teensor early
twentiesansweredthedoor. I identifiedMr. Rodelyandmyselfandthepurposeofthe
visit. Uponinquiry, he statedthat hisnamewasChris Joseph,andthathe wasthesonof
tenantsTomandDiannaJoseph; I gavehim two businesscards,onefor hisparentsand
onethat I askedhim to havehis parentsgiveto Mr. Bell. I askedhimpermissionto
inspectthecomplaintandhegranteduspermissionto do so. He furthertold usthat he
wasnot awareof any livestockatthesite.

It wasobviousfrom thetime of arrival that therewaslitter scatteredaboutthesite. The
mobilehomehasarelativelyflat areain front of it whereseveralcarscouldpark.
PowerlineRoadbordersthepropertyto thenorth. Justbeyondtheparkingareato the
eastandsouth,thereis an abruptdropof asteepravineslopethat is approximately40’ to
thebottom. Thereis a gentlebut steadydownslopebehindthehousethat blendsinto a
woodedarea. It is not certainwhetherthatpartof thewoodsaroundthe siteis partofthe
propertyor not. Regardless,continuinginto thewoods50’ or so, thereis anotherabrupt
dropofapproximately80’ into anotherravine.

Ontheflat areain front andto thesouthof theproperty,areasofburnedwasteswere
observed.Welooked attheseareasfirst. Two small moundsofburnedwaste,
measuringapproximately6’ x 5’ x 3’ high, wereobservedfirst. Smallbits of plasticsand
metalswereobservedin thepiles. Anotherrelatively flat areaofburnedwastewas
observednext. It measuredapproximately6’ x 3’ x 1’ high. Theseareasofwasteare
shownin photo#s 001 and003. Notethat estimatedheightmeasurementsofone foot
(I ‘), meansanymeasurementup to afoot in height. Looking overtheabruptdropof
approximately40’, morewastescouldbe seenon theravinewall andat thebottomofthe
ravine,asshownin photo# 002. Burnedwastes,generalhouseholdrefuse,plasticsand
woodwereobservedthere. Backon theflat surfacein front ofthemobilehome,rolled
carpet,burnedwastemoundsmeasuringapproximately6’ x 5’ x 3’ and 3’ x 2’ x 1’, and
bagsofgeneralhouseholdrefusein anareameasuringapproximately15’ x 5’ x 1’, were
observed,asshownin photo# 004.
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Mr. RodelyandI thenwalkedaroundthetruck shownin photo # 004 andwentdown
what appearedto be theeasiestaccessrouteto thebottomof theravine,just eastand
southeastoftheflat areain front ofthemobilehome. Generalhouseholdrefuse,some
burned,and demolitionwasteswereobservedon thesteepravinewall, asshownin photo
#s005 and006. Walking in anarcbacktowardsthesouthandsouthwest,plastics,
concreteslabsand asphaltchunkswereobservedin theravine,asshownin photo#s007
and 008. Walking furtheralongthebottomof thesouthernravine,weencountered
roofingshinglesandmoresmall variouspiecesoflitter alongthesidewallof theravine,
asshownin photo# 009.

We walkedup outof thesouthernravineand observedyettwo moreopendumpandopen
burnpiles. Thesemeasuredapproximately6’ x 6’ x 1’ and3’ x 3’ x 1’ respectively.We
alsoobservedapproximately50 wastetireson-site,approximately40 ofthemjust behind
thehouse.Thesewastescanbe seenin photo# 010. Together,theseopenburnpileshad
plastics,cans,generalhouseholdrefuse,bedsprings,wood,boots,glassandclothing.

We walkedinto theedgeofthewoodedareaandcamecloseto thesteep80’ ravinedrop.
We observedamattressasshownin photo# 011, a stoveasshownin photo# 012, andin
the distance,off-site, acollectionof rustedwhite goodsthat wereapproximately350’
away,asshownin photo# 013.

During theinspection,apparentviolationsoftheIllinois EnvironmentalProtectionAct
(Act) andtheregulations,Title 35, Illinois AdministrativeCode,SubtitleG (35 IAC),
wereobserved.ApparentviolationsoftheAct includeSections: 9(a), 9(c), 2 1(a),
21(d)(l), 21(d)(2),21(e),2l(p)(l), 2l(p)(3), 21(p)(7)(i)and 55(a)(1). An apparent
violation of theregulations,35 JAC, was Section: 812.101(a).

OTHER COMMENTS

1. ThecomplaintunderComplaint# C-99-006-C,that resultedin Violation Notice,
L-1998-01399andL-1998-01400,wasresolvedvia cleanupefforts thatresulted
in a re-inspectionanddeliveryofreceiptsdocumentingcleanup,bothon
December1, 1998. Thenewcomplaint,C-04-044-Cinvolvesrenewedopen
dumpingandopenburningwith thesamepropertyowner,but newtenants.

2. AlthoughChris Josephwasgiventwo businesscardsto passon to his parents,
Tom andDiannaJoseph,andto theirlandlord,Roy Bell, neitheroftheseparties
havecontactedthis inspectorasofthedateof this memorandum.
