JURISDICTION

This Administrative Citation is issued pursuant to the authority vested in the Illinois

Environmental Protection Agency by Section 31.1 of the Illinois Environmental Protection Act, 415

ILCS 5/31.1(2002). -

FACTS

1. That JosiahW. Collins II (“Respondent”) is the present ownerof a property located at

the intersection of 2100 E and 600 N in New Salem Township, McDonough County, Illinois. The

property is commonly known to the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency as Collins Property.

2. That Lan Hilton, (“Respondent”) is the current tenant and has rented the property at

all times pertinent hereto.

3. That said facility is an open dump operating without an Illinois Environmental

Protection Agency Operating Permit and is designated with Site Code No. 1098055001.

4. That Respondent, Mr. Collins, has owned said facility at all times pertinent hereto.

5. That on February 20, 2004, RobertJ. Wagnerof the Illinois Environmental Protection

Agency’s Peoria Regional Office inspected the above-described facility. A copy of his inspection

report setting forth the results of said inspection is attached hereto and made a part hereof.



VIOLATIONS

Based upon direct observations made by Robert J. Wagner during the course of his

February 20, 2004 inspection of the above-named facility, the Illinois Environmental Protection

Agency has determined that Respondents have violated the Illinois Environmental Protection Act

(hereinafter, the “Act”) as follows:

(1) That Respondents caused on allowed the open dumping of waste in a manner

resulting in litter, a violation of Section 21(p)(1) of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/21(p)(1)

(2002).

(2) That Respondents caused or allowed the open dumping of waste in a manner

resulting in open burning, a violation of Section 21(p)(3) of the Act, 415 ILCS

5/21 (p)(3) (2002).

(3) That Respondents caused or allowed the open dumping of waste in a manner

resulting in deposition of general construction or demolition debris or clean

construction ordemolition debris, a violation of Section 21(p)(7) of theAct, 415 ILCS

5121(p)(7) (2002).

CIVIL PENALTY

Pursuant to Section 42(b)(4-5) of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/42(b)(4-5) (2002), Respondents are

subject to a civil penalty of One Thousand Five Hundred Dollars ($1,500.00) for each of the

violations identified above, for a total of Four Thousand Five Hundred Dollars ($4,500.00). If

Respondents elect not to petition the Illinois Pollution Control Board, the statutory civil penalty

specified above shall be due and payable no later than May 17, 2004, unless otherwise provided by

order of the Illinois Pollution Control Board.
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If Respondents elect to contest this Administrative Citation by petitioning the Illinois Pollution

Control Board in accordance with Section 31.1 of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/31.1(2002), and if the Illinois

Pollution Control Board issues a finding of violation as alleged herein, after an adjudicatoryhearing,

Respondents shall be assessed the associated hearing costs incurred by the Illinois Environmental

Protection Agency and the Illinois Pollution Control Board. Those hearing costs shall be assessed

in addition to the One Thousand Five Hundred Dollar ($1,500.00) statutory civil penalty for each

violation.

Pursuant to Section 31.1 (d)(1) of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/31.1 (d)(1) (2002), if Respondents fail

to petition or elect not to petition the Illinois Pollution Control Board for reviewof this Administrative

Citation within thirty-five (35) days of the date of service, the Illinois Pollution Control Board shall

adopt a final order, which shall include this Administrative Citation and findings of violation as

alleged herein, and shall impose the statutory civil penalty specified above. -

When payment is made, Respondent’s check shall be made payable to the Illinois

Environmental Protection Trust Fund and mailed to the attention of Fiscal Services, Illinois

Environmental Protection Agency, 1021 North Grand Avenue East, P.O. Box 19276, Springfield,

Illinois 62794-9276. Along with payment, Respondents shall complete and return the enclosed

Remittance Form to ensure proper documentation of payment.

If any civil penalty and/or hearing costs are not paid within the time prescribed by order of the

Illinois Pollution Control Board, interest on said penalty and/or hearing costs shall be assessed

against the Respondents from the date payment isdue up to and including the date that payment is

received. The Office of the Illinois Attorney General may be requested to initiate proceedings

against Respondents in Circuit Court to collect said penalty and/or hearing costs, plus any interest

accrued.
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PROCEDURE FOR CONTESTING THIS

ADMINISTRATIVE CITATION

Respondents have the right to contest this Administrative Citation pursuant to and in

accordance with Section 31.1 of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/31/1 (2002).. If Respondents elect to contest

this Administrative Citation, then Respondents shall file a signed Petition for Review, including a

Notice of Filing, Certificate of Service, and Notice of Appearance, with the Clerk of the Illinois

Pollution Control Board, State of Illinois Center, 100 West Randolph, Suite 11-500, Chicago, Illinois

60601. A copy of said Petition for Review shall be filed with the Illinois Environmental Protection

Agency’s Division of Legal Counsel at 1021 North Grand Avenue East, P.O. Box 19276, Springfield,

Illinois 62794-9276. Section 31.1 of the Act provides that any Petition for Review shall be filed within

thirty-five (35) days of the date of service of this Administrative Citation or the Illinois Pollution

Control Board shall enter a default judgment against the Respondents. -

Narrative

OnFebruary20, 2004, [11:00AM to 11:30AM] this author(RobertWagner)conductedan open
dump re-inspectionat propertyownedby JosiahW. Collins H. Thepropertyis locatedat the
intersectionof 2100B and600N in New SalemTownship,McDonoughCounty.

- History

OnMarch 28, 2002, an inspectiontookplaceat the Collins Property. TheIllinois StatePolice
referredthecomplaintto theAgency. Apparently,the rentersat thetime ofthe inspectionwere
operatingamet amphetaminelab in thehouseon theproperty. Thewastegeneratedfrom thelab
operationwasdumpedin aburnpile on theproperty.

On April 8, 2002, thepropertyowner,JosiahW. Collins II, wassentanAdministrativeCitation
WarningNotice(ACWN) for the following violations: Section9(a), Section9(c), Section2 1(a),
Section 21(d)(2), Section21(e), Section 21@)(1) and Section21Q,)(3)of the Act and Section
8 15.201 of theRegulations.Mr. Collins did not respondto theACWN.

OnJune13, 2002,a re-inspectiontookplaceattheproperty. Thesameviolationswere observed
during this inspection. OnJune27, 2002, Mr. Collins wassentacontinuingviolationletter from
theAgency.

On October7, 2003,a re-inspectiontookplaceattheproperty. At the timeofthe inspection,the
following wasteitems wereobservedin a burnpile (Area 1): aerosolcans,plastic containers,
processedwood, white goods, a couch, metal containers,metal debris, tire beads,and tires.
Also, observeddumpedin anotherareaoftheproperty(Area 2) werethe following wasteitems:
glassbottles,carparts,paper,processedwood,brick, tile, cardboard,atoilet, andmetaldebris.

During the inspection,Lori Hilton wasinterviewed. Ms. Hilton told this authorthat sheandher
boyfriend(EdwardGulliams) rent the property from Mr. Collins. She told this authorthat Mr.
Collins instructedthemto burntheirhouseholdtrashin Area 1. She saidthat Mr. Collins uses
Area 1 to burndebristhat he generatesfrom his rentalproperties.

Apparently, this author misunderstoodthe pronunciation of Mr. Gulliams last name and
misspelledit in the October7, 2003, inspectionreport. This authorthoughtthat Mr. Gulliams
last namewas Williams and wrote it wrong in the OpenDump Checklist, in the Inspection
ReportNarrativeandin theACWN.

On November7, 2003,Mr. Collins, Ms. Hilton, andMr. Gulliams were all issuedACWNs for
the following violations: Section9(a), Section9(c), Section21(d)(1),Section21(d)(2),Section
21(e),Section2lQ)(1), Section21(p)(3),Section21QD)(7), Section55(a)(1)andSection55(a)(2)
oftheAct and Section812.101(a)oftheRegulation.

On November12, 2003, Mr. Collins acceptedtheACWN by signingthe certifiedmail receipt
from theU.S. PostalService. On December4, 2003,this authorhanddeliveredACWNs to the
propertywhereStephanGulliamsacceptedthem. StephanGulliamsis thesonofMs. Hilton and
Mr. Gulliams. Accordingto Ms. Hilton, shegavethe ACWN to Mr. Collins. Mr. Collins,Ms.
Hilton, andMr. Gulliamsdid notrespondto theACWNs.

Inspection

Upon arrival, this author observedthe charredremains of aerosol cans, plastic containers,
processedwood, white goods,a couch, metal containers,metal debris, tire beads,and tires.
Thesewasteitemswerelocatedin abumpile. Thebumpile will be referred to asArea 1 in this
report. Photographs1, 2, 3, 4, and5 showArea1 (seesitesketchandaerialphotograph).Area 1
waslocatedin thesoutheastern~ortion of theproperty. Area 1 wasapproximately 5 feetlongby
5 feetwide by 2 feethigh (50fi).

Photographs6, 7, 8, 9, and 10 showglassbottles,carparts,paper,processedwood, brick, tile,
cardboard,a toilet, and metal debris dumped along the driveway (seesite sketchand aerial
photograph).For thepurposeof thisreport, this areawill be referredto asArea 2. Area2 was
approximately30 feetlongby 6 feetwideby 1 feethigh(180ft3).

This authorinterviewedMs. Hilton aboutthe opendump. According to Ms. Hilton, theyare
going to try to cleanup thepropertyafterherboyfriend(Ed Gulliams) getsout ofprison. Ms.
Hilton saidthat shehasnot heardanythingfrom Mr. Collins in regardsto the opendumpon the
property. She said that they do not bum theirtrash in Area 1 anymore,but evidenceof new
burningwasobservedin Area 1 (seePhotograph1) andArea 2 (seePhotograph9). This author
departedthepropertyat 11:30AM.

The following continuing allegedviolations were observedand indicatedon the opendump
inspectionchecklist:

1. Pursuantto Section 9(a) of the {Illinois} EnvironmentalProtection Act (415 ILCS
5/9(a)), no personshall causeor threatenor allow the dischargeor emissionof any
contaminantinto theenvironmentin anyState so asto causeortendto causeairpollution
in Illinois, eitheraloneor in combinationwith contaminantsfrom other sources, or so as
to violateregulationsorstandardsadoptedby theBoardunderthisAct.

A violation of Section 9(a) is alleged for the following reason:Evidence of open
burning which would cause or tend to causeair pollution in Illinois was observed
during the inspection.

2. Pursuant to Section 9(c) of the {Illinois} EnvironmentalProtectionAct (415 ILCS
5/9(c)), no person shall causeor allow the openburning of refuse, conduct anysalvage
operationby open burning, or causeor allow theburning of any refuse in anychamber

A violation of Section 9(c) is alleged for the following reason:Evidence of open
burning wasobservedduring the inspection.

3. Pursuantto Section21(d)(1)of the {Illinois} EnvironmentalProtectionAct (415 ILCS
5/21(d)(l)), no person shall conduct any waste-storage,waste-treatment,or waste-
disposal operationwithout a permit grantedby the Agency or in violation of any
conditionsimposedby suchpermit.

A violation of Section21@)(7) is allegedfor the following reason:The opendumping
of wastewascausedor allowed in a manner which resulted in deposition of general
or cleanconstruction or demolition debris.

9. Pursuant to Section55(a)(1) of the {lllinois} EnvironmentalProtectionAct (415 ILCS
5/55(a)(1)),no personshallcauseorallow theopendumpingof anyusedorwastetire.

A violation of Section55(a)(1) is allegedfor the following reason:Evidence of open
dumping of usedor wastetires wasobservedduring the inspection.
