The Agencyrequests
thattheBoardwaive therequirementof 35 III. Adm. Code 103.123,thatit file ten (10) copiesof
all pleadings,asthatrequirementpertainsto thetiling of its answer,asrequiredby Section
105.102(c)(7).Section105.102(c)(7),whichpertainsonly to CleanAir Act PermitProgram
(CAAPP)appeals,directstheAgencyto file within 30 daysafter serviceof thepetition:

an answerconsistingof theentireAgencyrecordof theCAAPP applicationincludingthe
CAAPP permitapplication,thehearingrecord,theCAAPPpermitdenial or issuanceletter
andcorrespondencewith theapplicantconcerningthe CAAPPpermitapplication.

(35 Ill. Adm. Code105.102(c)(7).)

In supportof its motion,theAgencystatesthattherecordin thismatterconsistsof 1,006
pages.The Agencyrequeststhat it be allowedto file only anoriginal andthree(3) copiesof its
“Answer, including theentireAdministrativeRecord.”

TheAgencyis herebygivenleaveto file with theBoardan original andfour (4) copiesof
its answer,asdefinedin 105.102(c)(7). However,if the Agencychoosesto file with theBoard
any legalargumentsin responseto thepetitionfor review,theAgencyshall file anoriginal and
nine(9) copiesof suchpleading. TheAgencyshallfile anoriginal andnine(9) copiesof all other
pleadings,asrequiredby 35 Ill. Adm. Code 103.123.
