JURISDICTION

This Administrative Citation is issued pursuant to the authority vested in the Illinois

Environmental Protection Agency by Section 31 .1 of the Illinois Environmental Protection Act, 415

ILCS 5/31.1 (2002).

FACTS

1. That Richard Holmes, d!b/a Rich’s Towing, and Linda Holmes (“Respondents”) are

the present owners and operators of a facility located at the intersection of US 51 and Airport Road

in Murphysboro, Jackson County, Illinois. The address is 56 Airport Road, Murphysboro, Illinois.

The property is commonly known to the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency as

Murphysboro/Rich’s Towing.

2. That said facility is an open dump operating without an Illinois Environmental

Protection Agency Operating Permit and is designated with Site Code No. 0778015030.

3. That Respondents have owned and operated said facility at all times pertinent hereto.



4. That on March 30, 2005, Garrison Gross of the Illinois Environmental Protection

Agency’s Marion Regional Office inspected the above-described facility. A copy of his inspection

report setting forth the results of said inspection is attached hereto and made a part hereof.
VIOLATIONS

Based upon direct observations made by Garrison Gross during the course of his March 30,

2005 inspection of the above-named facility, the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency has

determined that Respondents have violated the Illinois Environmental Protection Act (hereinafter,

the “Act”) as follows:

(1) That Respondents caused or allowed the open dumping of waste in.a manner

resulting in litter, a violation of Section 21(p)(1) of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/21(p)(1)

(2002).

CIVIL PENALTY

Pursuant to Section 42(b)(4-5) of the Act, 415 ILCS 5!42(b)(4-5) (2002), Respondents are

subject to a civil penalty of One Thousand Five Hundred Dollars ($1,500.00) for each of the

violations identified above, for a total of One Thousand Five Hundred Dollars ($1 ,500.QQ). If

Respondents elect not to petition the Illinois Pollution Control Board, the statutory civil penalty

specified above shall be due and payable no later than June 15,2005, unless otherwise provided by

order of the Illinois Pollution Control Board.

If Respondents elect to contest this Administrative Citation by petitioning the Illinois Pollution

Control Board in accordance with Section 31.1 of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/31.1(2002), and if the Illinois

Pollution Control Board issues a finding of violation as alleged herein, after an adjudicatoryhearing,

Respondents shall be assessed the associated hearing costs incurred by the Illinois Environmental

Protection Agency and the Illinois Pollution Control Board. Those hearing costs shall be assessed
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in addition to the One Thousand Five Hundred Dollar ($1 ,500.00) statutory civil penalty for each

violation.

Pursuant to Section 31.1 (d)(1) of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/31.1 (d)(1) (2002), if Respondents fail

to petition or elect not to petition the lllinois Pollution Control Board for review of this Administrative

Citation within thirty-five (35) days of the date of service, the Illinois Pollution Control Board shall

adopt a final order, which shall include this Administrative Citation and findings of violation as

alleged herein, and shall impose the statutory civil penalty specified above.

When payment is made, Respondent’s check shall be made payable to the Illinois

Environmental Protection Trust Fund and mailed to the attention of Fiscal Services, Illinois

Environmental Protection Agency, 1021 North Grand Avenue East, P.O. Box 19276, Springfield,

Illinois 62794-9276. Along with payment, Respondents shall complete and return the enclosed

Remittance Form to ensure proper documentation of payment.

If any civil penalty and/or hearing costs are not paid within the time prescribed by order of the

Illinois Pollution Control Board, interest on said penalty and/or hearing costs shall be assessed

against the Respondent from the date payment is due up to and including the date that payment is

received. The Office of the Illinois Attorney General may be requested to initiate proceedings

against Respondent in Circuit Court to collect said penalty and/or hearing costs, plus any interest

accrued.
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PROCEDURE FOR CONTESTING THIS

ADMINISTRATIVE CITATION

Respondents have the right to contest this Administrative Citation pursuant to and in

accordance with Section 31.1 of the Act, 415 ILCS 5/31/1 (2002). If Respondents elect to contest

this Administrative Citation, then Respondents shall file a signed Petition for Review, including a

Notice of Filing, Certificate of Service, and Notice of Appearance, with the Clerk of the Illinois

Pollution Control Board, State of Illinois Center, 100 West Randolph, Suite 11-500, Chicago, Illinois

60601. A copy of said Petition for Review shall be filed with the Illinois Environmental Protection

Agency’s Division of Legal Counsel at 1021 North Grand Avenue East, P.O. Box 19276, Springfield,

Illinois 62794-9276. Section 31.1 of the Act provides that any Petitlbn for Review shall be filed within

thirty-five (35) days of the date of service of this Administrative Citation or the Illinois Pollution

Control Board shall enter a default judgment against the Respondents.

GeneralRemarks: A Tire StorageSite and OpenDump Inspectionwasconductedon Wednesday,
March 30, 2005 at Rich’s Towing in Murphysboro. Illinois EPA Bureauof LandInspectors,-Garrison
GrossandGarySteele,conductedthe inspection.The propertyis locatedat the intersectionof US 51
andAirport Road. Theaddressis 56 Airport Road. Theinspectionwasperformedasafollow up to an
earlier inspectionperformedon December1, 2004. Weatherconditionsat the time of theinspection
wereovercastskies,57°F, andwindy.

The inspectionbeganat approximately11:55 AM. More than 175 vehicleswereobservedfrom offsite
the property. They were unsightlyand a scenicblight asone drives along US 51 or Airport Road.
Most ofthemwerelocatedin the field southof the autorepairbusiness(photos001-003). Two large
piles of tires were observedfrom Airport Road. Onepile is adjacentto Airport Road (photo 004).
This pile containedapproximately400 tires. Theotherpile is closerto the auto repairshop (photo
006). It containedapproximately500 tires. A few vehiclesarevisible from Airport road(photo 005).
Dueto theabsenceofweedsandbrush,theyappearto be recentlyacquiredvehicles.

We spoketo Rich Holmes,ownerofthebusiness.We informedhim thattheAgencydid not receivea
responsefrom him afterthe last inspection. Mr. Holmes said hedidn’t receivetheinspectionreport.
We informedhim that the inspectionwassent certified mail and that someoneat the businesshad
singedfor it. Hesaid it musthavebeenhis former employee,Matt Shelton. He said strangethings
hadhappenedwhile Sheltonworkedfor him. Mr. Steelesaidhe would handdeliveracopyofthe.most
recentViolation NoticeLetter later in theafternoon.

Mr. Holmeswasquestionedaboutthe waste tires at the property~He said he was still working on
gettingrid ofthem. Hesaidthetires belongto SmithDodge. Heclarifiedthathebroughtthe vehicles
to hispropertyto removethetiresandwheels. Thevehiclesweretakento Karco for scrapmetal. He
said he is still trying to get Smith Dodgeto pay for the disposalof the tires. Mr. Holmes said
approximately100 tires hadbeenhauledoff sinceour last inspection. He wasunableto provide the
name,address,telephonenumber,ortiretransporterregistrationnumber.

We questionedMr. Holmesaboutthe vehiclesat his propertyandaskedif he had a licensefrom the
Secretaryof State. He said he operatesa towing business,automotiverepairshopand an impound
yard. He said he didn’t havea licensefrom the Secretaryof Statebut waslooking into obtainingone.
We askedhim how long it hadbeensincevehicleshadbeenremovedfrom theproperty. Mr. Holmes
statedthatit hadbeena coupleof yearssincevehicleshadbeenremovedfrom theproperty. We asked
him why so muchtime hadpassed.Hesaid it tookanywherefrom 60 to 90 daysto obtainajunk title
for the impoundedvehicles. Hesaidhedidn’t havethetimeto messwith them. Hesaidhis customers
camefirst, thetowing andrepairbusinesswassecondandthejunk vehiclesmight be third. Mr. Steele
said 2-3 years was too long a time period to store the vehicles,plus it appearedthat someof the
vehicleshadbeentherelongerthanthat.
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Mr. Holmes said he didn’t know therewas a problemwith keepingvehiclesat his property. We
informedhim that even if he had a license from the Secretaryof State, he would needto remove
vehicleson aregularbasis. We informedhim thatwithout a license,wastevehiclesshouldbe removed
at leastonce or twice a year. Mr. Holmeswantedto know why the Agency was getting tough on
vehicles. We explainedthe Agency had beenseriousaboutwastevehicles for sometime, but our
inspectionswereprimarily basedon complaints.

Weexplainedthat weneededto takesomemorephotographsofthevehiclesin thefield. Mr. Holmes
did not accompanyus on the remainderof the inspection. A few morepiles of tires were observed
scatteredaboutthe site(photo 009). Weeds,small brushandsmall trees,some3-4 inchesin diameter,
hadgrownup aroundthepilesoftires(photo 010). Someofthetireswereobservedoff therim.

Wastevehiclesobservedat thesitewere of variousmakes,modelsand conditions. Many were1970’s
thru 1990’smodel vehicles. Weedsweregrowingup aroundmostof the vehiclesat the site. Several
of the vehicleshadbeentherelong enoughfor small treesandwoodybrushto grow up aroundthem
(photos 007, 008, 015, 016, & 018). Someof the treeswere 3-4 inchesin diameter. Many of the
vehiclesshowedsignsof collision damageand severalwere missing doors,hoods,andiorwindows
(photos011, 012, & 014). Othervehicleshadthedoorsopenandtheinteriorsexposedto theelements
(photo 013). Morethan175wastevehicleswere observedat thesite.

Six wastemobile homeswerealso observedat the site. A mobile homeobservedwestof the repair
shopwasunleveledand hadthedoor openexposingtheinterior to theelements. Two mobilehomes
were observeddirectly southof the repairshop. Bothwere overgrownin small treesandbrush(photo
007 & 008). Threedilapidatedmobile homeswere observedin the field southof the repair shop
(photos016 & 017). Theywereunleveledandmissingportionsofthe exteriorsiding.

Thetotal amountof wasteobservedat the site, including the tires,wastevehicles and mobile homes
was approximately3300 cubic yards. The inspection endedat approximately 12:25 PM. At
approximately4:00 PM, Mr. Steelereturnedto Rich’s Towing. He hand delivereda copy of the
January5,2005 Violation NoticeLetterandtheDecember1, 2004InspectionReportto Mr. Holmes.
The Supervisorof Assessment’sOffice in JacksonCounty identified Linda Holmesas the ownerof
parcel15-04-301-003(15.73acres)and 15-04-301-005(5.64 acres). They identifiedRichardHolmes
asthe ownerof parcel15-04-301-007(.89 acres). Most ofviolations wereobservedon the5.64 acre
