Code 125.204 of the
ILLINOIS POLUTION CONTROL BOARD'S ("Board™) procedural regulations, files
the Illinois EPA’s Recommendation in the above-referenced request for tax certification
of pollution control facitities. In support thercof. the Tllinois EPA states as follows:

1. On December 30, 2004, the Ilinois EPA received a request and supporting
information from MARATHON ASHLAND PETROLEUM,_ LLC, (*"Marathon™)
concerning the proposed tax certification of certain air emission sources and/or
equipment located at its Robinson reflinery in Crawford County, [llinois. A copy of the
relevant portions of the application is attached hereto.

replacements on pumps located throughout the refinery. The equipment, generally
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referred to as Pump Enhancements-Leak Detection and Repair, s primarily designed to
act as a means of reducing volatile organic material emissions from the pump scals.
4, Section [1-10 of the Property Tax Code, 35 [LCS 200/11-10 (2002).
defines “pollution control facilitics™ as:
“any system, method, construction, device or appliance appurtenant
thereto, or any portion of any building or equipment, that 1s destzned,
constructed, nstalled or operated for the primary purposc of: (a)
climinating, preventing, or reducing air or water pollution. .. or (b)
treating. pretreating, modifying or disposing of any potential solid. liquid,
gaseous pollutant which il celeased without treatment, pretreatment,
modification or disposal might be harmiful, detrimental or offensive to
human. plant or amimal life, or to property.”
5. Pollution control facilities are entitled to preferential tax treatment, as
provided by 35 ILCS 200/11-5 {2002).
6. Based on information in the application and the underlying purpose of the
Pump Enhancements-Leak Detection and Repair to prevent, eliminate or reduce air
pollution. it is the inois EPA’s engincering judgment that the described project and/or
equipment may be considered as “pollution control facilities™ in accordance with the
statutory definition and consistent with the Board's regulations at 35 [l Adm. Code
125.200. [Exhibit B].
7. Because the Pump Enhancements-Leak Detection and Repair satisty the

aforementioned criteria, the Illinois EPA recommends that the Board grant the

applicant’s requested tax certification.
