I am speaking as President of the Bushnell Economic Development Corporéﬁon in
support of the proposal of Vaughan and Bushnell Manufacturing‘ Company fo be allowed to
operate its forging shop on a 24-hour per day basis.

For a tcum of approximately 3,200 people, Bushnell is very fortunate to have the
manufacturing base that we have which currently consists of approximately 550 manufacturing
related jobs. Vaughan and Bushnell'ié by far our biggest employer with approxim#tely 300
ermployees and any reduction in their employmenf would have a major negative impact on the

City of Bushnell, Ilinois.

Vaughan is requesting to be aliowed to ope.rate its forge shop on a 24-hour per day'
basis. Although the City of Bushnell does not have a zéning oxdinance, the area where
Vaqghan is located is primarily industrial wi.th the Burlington Northern Railroad to the east of

on the Ci& of Bushnell than Vaughan ever would.

The primary corﬁpetiﬁon for Vaughan is offshore forging operations, primarily in China.
In order for Vaughan to compete, it needs to increase its manufacturing output. The Bushnell
Economic Development Corporation believes that the most practical and inexpensive way for
Vaughan to do this is by operating its forge shop on a 24-hour per déy basis. There would be
a far greater community impact on the City of Busfmell if Vaughan outsourced its operations
to China than any additional noise that might be cause by the increased forging operation.

With the glohal economy that we live in todéy, we all know that many cities, siates_and
countries actively recruit employers, with various incentives, to relocate to their geographic area.
Any such relocation by Vaugh_an, with the consequent reduction in jobs, would have a very
