ORDER OF THE BOARD (by T.A. Holbrook): 
 

On April 5, 2012, the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency (Agency) timely filed an 
administrative citation against Mark H. and Linda A. Hagen (respondents).  See 415 ILCS 
5/31.1(c) (2010); 35 Ill. Adm. Code 101.300(b), 108.202(c).  The administrative citation 
concerns a facility located at 25937 Elsah Hills Drive, Elsah, Jersey County, Illinois.  The 
facility is commonly known to the Agency as the “Elsah/Hagen (f.k.a. Robinson and Hermann)” 
site and is designated with Site Code No. 0838005003.  The Agency alleges that respondents 
violated Sections 21(p)(1) and 21(p)(3) of the Environmental Protection Act (Act) (415 ILCS 
5/21(p)(1) 32(p)(3) (2010)) on February 16, 2012, by causing or allowing the open dumping of 
waste resulting in litter and open burning at the Jersey County site. 
 
 On May 4, 2012, the Agency filed a motion to voluntarily dismiss the administrative 
citation (Mot.).  In its motion, the Agency states that, because “Mark H. and Linda A. Hagen 
were not timely served within 60 days as required by 415 ILCS 5/31.1(b), this Administrative 
Citation should be dismissed.”  Mot. at 1.  The Board grants the Agency’s motion, dismisses the 
case, and closes the docket.
