ORDER OF THE BOARD (by D. Glosser):

On May 3, 2012, Evergreen FS, Inc. (Evergreen) timely filed a petition (Pet.) asking the
Board to review a March 29, 2012 determination of the Office of the State Fire Marshal (OSFM).
See 415 ILCS 5/57.9(c)(2) (2000); 35 Ill. Adm. Code 105.504(b). The OSFM determined on
January 10, 2012, that a tank was ineligible for reimbursement from the Underground Storage
Tank Fund and determined on March 29, 2012, that Evergreen’s submission of additional
information was a request for reconsideration that OSFM lacked authority to review.
Evergreen’s request concerned an underground storage tank site at a service station located in
Dwight, Livingston County, Illinois.

On October 31, 2012, Evergreen filed a motion to dismiss the appeal, indicating that a
companion case had been settled and Evergreen no longer wished to appeal. The Board grants
the motion, dismisses the appeal, and closes the docket.
