Board Adopts First Notice in Rulemaking to Update Definition of Pollution Control
Facility

“pollution control facility” in Section 101.202 of its procedural rules. The proposal intends only
the make the definition consistent with recent Public Acts amending it. The rulemaking is
docketed as In the Matter of: Updates to the Definition of “Pollution Control Facility” at Section
101.202 of the Board’s Procedural Rules to Reflect Recent Public Acts (R12-22).

Publication of these proposed amendments in the Illinois Register will begin a 45-day public
comment period, during which anyone may file a public comment with the Board. The Board
encourages persons to file public comments on these proposed amendments. The docket number
for this rulemaking, R12-22, should be indicated on the public comment.
