The history of thls matter ls lengthy and rather complex. Essentlally, Noveon has a complex ehcmical process

durlng ryhftth smmonla forms In the waste trertment proces$. Ilowever, nllrlllcation of anrmonlr in lhe waste

tregtment procers ls Inhlblted by chemtcals used in the production process. Ammonla ls not used ln the

productlon process. Noyeon, lnc., then BF Goodrlch had fllcd a permit appeal In 1991. The Board stayed the

per,mlt appeal after one day of hearlng, pendlng resolutlon of ammonla eflluent lssucs.

Zl On June 20,2003, the llllnols Pollutlon Control Board ("Illlnols PCB or Board") accepted the adJusted

stanrllrd petltlon for hearlng.

3) pursuanl to Sectlon 104.416 ofthe Board's procedural regulatlons and on ^Agreement ofthe Partles' the

Illlnols EPA,g Rerponse to the Petltlon lg due on or before May l5' 2003. It ls antlclpatcd that the hearlng on the

permlt appea! will resume and that a hearlng on adJueted standard wlll occur In September or October 2003.
