ORDER OF THE BOARD (by B.F. Currie): 
 
 On August 27, 2007, Dynegy Midwest Generation, LLC, (Havana Power Station) 
(Dynegy) petitioned the Board for review of certain conditions in a Clean Air Act Program 
Permit (CAAPP).  The Illinois Environmental Protection Agency issued the permit to Dynegy’s 
baghouse, scrubber, and sorbent injection control for units at the Havana Power Station located 
at 15260 North State Route 78, Havana, Mason County.  On June 5, 2020, Dynegy filed a motion 
to voluntarily dismiss its appeal.  The Board grants Dynegy’s motion for voluntary dismissal, 
consistent with the motion, dismisses the appeal, and closes the docket.
